1.	 In view of the continuing Covid-19 pandemic, the Ministry of Corporate Affairs (MCA), Government of India, has vide its General Circular 
No. 14/ 2020 dated 8th April 2020, General Circular No. 17/ 2020 dated 13th April 2020 and General Circular No. 20/ 2020 dated 5th 
May 2020 and General Circular No. 02/2021 dated 13th January, 2021 dated 15th May, 2022, permitted the holding of the Annual General 
Meeting (“AGM”) through Video Conferencing (“VC”)/Other Audio Visual Means (“OAVM”), without the physical presence of the Members 
at a common venue. In compliance with the applicable provisions of the Companies Act, 2013  read with the MCA Circulars, SEBI Circular 
and pursuant to the SEBI (Listing Obligations & Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, the Annual General Meeting (“AGM”) of the 
Company is scheduled to be held on Thursday, 29th September, 2022, at 01:00 P.M. (IST) through VC/OAVM and the voting for items to 
be transacted in the Notice to this AGM only through remote electronic voting process (“e-Voting”).

2.	 The Members can join the AGM in the VC/OAVM mode 15 minutes before and after the scheduled time of the commencement of the 
Meeting by following the procedure mentioned in the Notice. The facility of participation at the AGM through VC/OAVM will be made 
available to at least 1000 members on first come first served basis. This will not include large Shareholders (Shareholders holding 2% or 
more shareholding), Promoters, Institutional Investors, Directors, Key Managerial Personnel, the Chairpersons of the Audit Committee, 
Nomination and Remuneration Committee and Stakeholders Relationship Committee, Auditors etc. who are allowed to attend the AGM 
without restriction on account of first come first served basis.
